remove some of the obstacles these
soldiers encounter when returning
home and hopefully enables them
to move forward a little easier.”

In September of 2008 Matt moved on
to Villanova University but he wasn't
finished supporting Home for Our
Troops. He passed the torch to his
younger sister, Kristin, a sophomore at
Mahwah High School, giving her tips on
how to improve on his original idea.

Kristin did not take this project lightly.
She drafted a solicitation letter for her
school district which was then presented
by Dr. Montesano to approximately 70
other school districts in Bergen County,
New Jersey. Nine districts responded
and participated and they have already
received interest from several more for
participation in 2009. They designated a
“Jeans Day” that would allow the teachers
and staff to dress down for Veterans Day
if they paid $5 toward the fundraiser.

In addition to fundraising at school,
Kristin decided to place collection cans
at a few local restaurants expecting

to simply raise a few more dollars.

She was unexpectedly contacted by
an anonymous donor in town who
gave $12,000. Kristin was overjoyed,

for Our Troops and | look forward to
expanding these efforts next year”
Kristin took the torch from her brother
and turned it into a full blown bonfire
with donations exceeding $22,000.

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Homes for Our Troops Green Building Update
Marine Cpl. Visnu Gonzalez home to be LEED Certified

The home for Marine Cpl. Visnu
Gonzalez is registered with the United
States Green Building Council's LEED for
Homes program. LEED is an acronym for
Leadership in Energy and Environmental
Design. The program includes third
party certification and performance
testing to ensure that the home is built
to a true green standard.

The SIP panels have a history of reducing
air infiltration that is responsible for
increasing energy costs by as much as
30%. To further decrease consumption,
the home will be heated and cooled by
a Geothermal HVAC system that utilizes
the earth's energy with wells reaching
depths of 250 feet.

The Future Home of
Cpl Visnu Gonzalez
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Contractors and Volunteers Needed

The design focuses on reducing energy
consumption and is targeted to use
50% less energy than a home built using
standard building codes. To achieve

this goal the home will be built using
Structural Insulated Panels or SIPS.

While reducing energy consumption
was the main focus, the design will also
include features that improve air quality,
reduce water consumption, decrease
construction waste, and provide a
beautiful drought resistant landscape.

Facts About the
Wars in Iraq and
Afghanistan in 2008

During 2008, over 3,000 of
our military men and women
were injured in Iraq and
Afghanistan, and over 1,000
of those were injured
seriously enough that they
were unable to return to
duty. Some of those seriously
injured Veterans suffered
loss of limbs, spinal cord
injuries and brain injuries.
These Veterans will require
specially adapted homes so
they can face the challenges
ahead of them.

We see less and less coverage
of the wars on television and
in the newspapers, but our
troops are still fighting every
day and many are being
injured every day.

We need your continued
support to keep building
homes in the future for
those who are suffering
injuries every day in Iraq
and Afghanistan.
